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WELCOME TO ST. MARK’S

VESPERS AND BENEDICTION
Evensong, also called Vespers, is an ancient monastic service said or sung sometime in the
evening. This brief service is composed of readings, chants, psalmody, silence, and prayers,
and it is one of the hallmarks of the Anglican choral tradition of which the Episcopal
Church is a part. Benediction of the Blessed Sacrament is a form of Eucharistic Adoration
that is popular in many Episcopal churches, as well as in Roman Catholic churches. The
host is displayed in a monstrance, the origin of this word meaning “to show,” so that the
faithful might have an opportunity to reflect upon God’s indwelling among us, whether in
the Sacrament or in our very lives. The service concludes with the priest making the sign of
the cross over the congregation with the monstrance as a form of blessing.

THE PATRONAL FEAST
Today we celebrate our patrons, Saint Mark the Evangelist and Queen Emma of Hawai‘i.
St. Mark’s was founded in 1908 in memory of Queen Emma by the ‘lolani Guild and
Hawaiian Congregation of Saint Andrew’s Cathedral, Honolulu. As Queen Emma died on
Saint Mark’s Day, April 25, 1885, it was deemed appropriate that the new mission for
those living in the environs of Waikiki and Diamond Head be named for Saint Mark, the
Evangelist, Apostle, and Martyr. As the Hawaiian Congregation of St. Andrew’s Cathedral
was historically high church, as compared to the English-speaking congregation of the
Cathedral, the new mission began with a decidedly Anglo-Catholic character. Such worship
reflected Queen Emma’s preference, as she and King Kamehameha IV enjoyed
correspondence with the catholic wing of the Church of England when founding the
Reformed Catholic Church of Hawai'i, the forerunner to the modern Episcopal
Diocese of Hawai‘i.
